Assignment 4

Objective: 
Create a Map showing Volcanos across the world based on Latitude and Longitude data. The Shapefile and data is provided on course website.
Data: 
1. Global Shapefile template 
2. Volcanos locations Excel file

Methodology:
Use Add Data button and navigate the location where your file (global location) is stored. (Download file from the website: Assignment 4).  Click Add to select the table and sheet.  Right click on the data table (seen in Table of Content) and select Display XY data. Choose your x and y values. Y is typically latitude and X is typically longitude.  Click Edit to define a coordinate system. You need to do this so that your points show up in the correct area of them map.
Select WGS 1984 unless you know your data were collected in a different coordinate system. Expand Geographic Coordinate Systems and World and then scroll down and click on WGS 1984. Click OK twice to plot your points on the map

Map output and submission: 
Use Landscape page setup. Use proper color symbols to show volcano locations on Map.   The map should include the following:
· Title
· Main map (Should cover 70-80 percent of page area)
· Scale
· North Arrow
· Your name and date
Export the map in “pdf” format.  The pdf file should be name as “Firstname_assignment4.pdf”.  The final pdf map should be uploaded on Blackboard.
